In helping their Care Receivers deal with life's
transitions, Stephen Ministers meet with their Care Receivers
in person, once a week for an hour and----LISTEN. They do
this in a non-judgmental and loving manner. They reflect
back to what the Care Receiver has understood, and then
discuss what might be appropriate steps to deal with the
Care Receiver's concerns. The Stephen Minister will lift up
relevant Scripture and pray for and with the Care Receiver.
All of what transpires in these meetings is strictly confidential!
Every-other week, the Stephen Ministers meet for
Supervision and continuing education. They are truly Christ's
Heart and Hands working in our congregation and
community. The Ministers provide the Care - God provides
the Cure!

Since then, thanks to the MOC'’s
partnership with the Fellowship of Christian Athletes, PGA golfers
have spoken at our breakfast event and have included Steve
Jones, Loren Roberts, Doug Barron, Stewart Cink, Larry Mize,

Bernard Langer, David Gossett, Jonathan Byrd, Aaron Baddeley,
Fred Funk and Tom Pernice, Jr. This year, MOC is proud to
announce Lee Janzen as our guest speaker on Tuesday, April 13,
2010, 7:00 a.m. We invite you to attend this inspiring event in
support of the FCA organization.

Tickets will go on sale in February so watch for d etails
and save the date.

Lee Janzen has won eight times on the PGA Tour, most
notably the 1993 and 1998 U.S. Opens. In 1993, he defeated
Payne Stewart at Baltusrol in Springfield, New Jersey, en route to
tying the 72-hole U.S. Open scoring record of 8-under par. Five
years later; he again beat out Payne Stewart to win his second U.S.

Open, this time at the Olympic Club in San Francisco. He

overcame a five stroke deficit on Sunday, marking the best final-

round comeback in a U.S. Open since 1973. Janzen’s wife, Beverly, and the death of Payne Stewart
have lead to a significant growth in his faith. To quote Janzen’s testimony, “I was blown away by the
impact Payne’s change in his life had on so many people.” Come hear Lee Janzen’s story and how
Jesus has made him vow “to live my life to make a difference.” His motto has been “Believe in God and
be as good as possible” and he makes a conscience effort to be a good example. Bring a friend or two
to breakfast and be part of an event that has become synonymous with spring on Hilton Head Island.

Thanks for the opportunity of sharing the Good News! Since you were all with us in the Spirit,
| would like to share with you the devotional Providence’s mission team shared with the staff of
Ministry of Hope in Malawi during daily devotion time:

“Thank you for opening
your country’s gates, your
mission doors and your
hearts, overflowing with the
Holy Spirit. We are blessed to
be humble partners in the
mission you serve daily to
glorify God. Praise be to God
for having our paths in Christ
cross at this intersection and
may we all grow in His grace
and knowledge in the process.
Yesterday  we attended
worship service with Charles
where he talked about not
letting ourselves be amoebas

in the church body, but to grow into something more through service. After we were blessed to learn
a bit of Malawi’s history and its growth as a nation. We visited the memorial of your founding father,
Dr. Banda, and learned of the struggles of an emerging nation and his service in that process.
Returning to the crisis nursery we were blessed to share a love that is unquestioning with Mwawi
and the babies. Sitting there with one of God’s creations wrapped in a blanket drinking their
nourishment, our minds focused on 1 Peter 2:1-5, ‘Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all
deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind. Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk,
so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. As
you come to Him, the living Stone-rejected by men but chosen by God and precious to Him-you
also, like living stones’ are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.” Now the babies being fed daily at the nursery
know no more about nourishment then we

know about how our heart beats and our

lungs breath, but they, as we, know it is

essential to survival. They are not yet stained

by the sin of this world as we have been, yet

through the nourishment of the Word and the

saving grace of Jesus Christ we are reunited

with them as children in His sight. Once the

millstone around our hearts has been broken

away by the acceptance of His grace and the

Spirit is allowed to flourish in every aspect of

our lives, through spiritual sacrifices and

service, then we can open our minds to the

ever resounding words of scripture.

Thursday morning,
December 10, 2009, at
First Presbyterian Church,
the Men of the Church
(MOC)  gathered  for
breakfast and to hear
Terry Truax reflect on his
life experiences.

As the 30 or so men
finished their buffet
breakfast, Glenn Neff
offered a devotion and
prayer on the importance
of being joyful during the
Advent season. Despite
the hardships people are experiencing, it is essential that we focus on the true joy that is the birth
of our Savoir. Thereafter Bob Heidrich and Joe Liedtke led us in praise while singing “Joy to the
World".

As a coach, Terry only had two rules for his student athletes. First, go to class. Second,
play as hard as you can. He had learned from legendary coaches Dean Smith of UNC and John
Wooden of UCLA that when talking to their players, they never mentioned winning. They always
focused their players on doing their best. He carried that over to his own coaching philosophy. He
also told his players to “expect a miracle”. However, the players should not focus on the gift of
miracles, but focus on the giver of the gift.

He then said that he had not become a good coach until 1987 when he focused on 1
Corinthians 13:4-6 and inserted his own name. He concluded by telling a story about a young gal

named Sarah who had touched his heart. Fighting back tears, he
shared a bit about Sarah’s background. She had no arms and
only one leg. She had a brother that took her around in a wagon.
She went to a special school, but did not like it. She did not want
to go to that school. She wanted to go to a regular school. Terry
met her while she was in the 6th grade. She never received a
grade below an “A”. When he asked her how she did it, she
replied, “I just do my very best.” Terry asked her if she had any
hobbies. She said that she liked to swim. He then asked if she
had any goals. She answered that she wanted to be able to swim
across the width of the pool. She then added that she wanted to
do it in the deep end, because “that is where the action is.” He
then gave everyone a copy of John Wooden’s “Pyramid of
Success.” This was an image which Coach Wooden had begun
to develop in the 1930’s and finished after WWII. Coach Wooden
wrote, “Success is peace of mind which is a direct result of
self-satisfaction in knowing you did your best to become the best
that you are capable of becoming.” He pointed to the two
cornerstones of the pyramid. The first is Industriousness where
there is no substitute for work. Worthwhile results come from
hard work and careful planning. The Second cornerstone is
Enthusiasm. Enthusiasm brushes off upon this with whom you
come in contact. You must truly enjoy what you are doing.



SOMETHING OLD --- SOMETHING NEW

Stewardship is both an old and new concept. In the Old Testament, the concept
of stewardship is based on man’s willingness to recognize God as the provider of all
essential elements of life. Then, as people received their harvest or an increase in their
herd, they gave God the first fruits of that which they brought in from the fields or
vineyards and the first fruits of the increase of the herds. By bringing these tithes and
offerings to the storehouse, the religious system was supported. The Levitical group
was able to lead in worship and administer the affairs of the law.
